New system, same result 
 
After a week of torrential rain this fixture was in doubt up until the morning of the game. Rain overnight had prevented Sporting from getting some much needed 
training and effectively they were going into this fixture blind. The furthest away trip of the season, saw probably (surprisingly) the best playing conditions that the 
team has got to play on, as with good drainage the pitch looked in pristine condition. 
 
Sporting were in their blue kits (well most of them!), whilst Market Bosworth sported AC Milan colours in what was to prove a battling and attacking performance 
by the Sporting side. 
 
Bosworth kick-off at the designated 10:15 time, and immediately a clearance by Ben lead to Daniel breaking down the left wing only to be challenged by the 
Bosworth full-back, where the ball is put out for a throwing and the danger is distinguished. 
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In Bosworth’s first attack of the game, Mitch goes down after being struck in the face by a powerful strike. Play is stopped as the trainer comes on to administer 
the ‘magic sponge’ to revive Mitch and let him take up his position in defence once again.  
 
The first free-kick of the game goes to the home side, as they press forward looking to gain an early advantage but Sporting are holding firm and Ben and Mitch 
are clearing everything that is thrown at them. A goal mouth scramble leads to Bosworth corner, which eventually comes to nothing as it drifts out of play. 
 
The game is now beginning to gain a bit of ebb and flow with both sides looking dangerous on the break, and also looking capable at the back. A good tackle by 
Lou leads to a break when the ball is delivered down the line but another fine Bosworth tackle snuff’s out the danger. 
 
An attack by the home side eventually leads to another corner, from which the first goal is scored. A bit of a scramble leads to a fine strike high into the net past 
the outstretched hand of Jordan in goal to give Bosworth a one goal lead. The goal was coming as the home side were beginning to get slightly on top and as 
they say; you have to score when you are on top and that’s what the home side did. 
 
The game is flowing and is probably one of the best of the season, although the attacking prowess in slightly in Bosworth’s favour as Sporting concede yet 
another corner. Ben deals with this one at the near post, and he kicks it out for yet another corner shortly after. Bosworth are now pressing for a second before 
half time but good defending prevents any prospect of this happening. 
 
A good period of pressure by Sporting before the break should give them extra impetus for when the second begins, but in the meantime Lou and Jack push 
forward and break into the Bosworth half. A throw in deep into Bosworth territory causes some initial confusion, before the defence manages to get a foot to the 
ball and clear it downfield. 
 
Ben is having a solid game in defence and his interventions help prevents any danger but leads to a Bosworth corner. Just before the half finishes a fine strike by 
the Bosworth striker is beaten away by Jordan, a great save that keeps the score-line at 1-0 to the home side, but that save could well be crucial as the game 
goes on.  
The half time whistle blows with the home side retaining the one-goal lead they got mid-way through the half. 
 
Craig tries to emphasise to the lads the importance of marking up the opposing players. Too many times during the first half players and particularly strikers were 
left unmarked, with defenders and midfielders marking space as opposed to players.  
 
The problems with football at this level are the fact that the lads all tend to follow the ball like a pack of sheep. A little thought of ‘what could happen’ if they 
created themselves a little space would benefit both themselves and their teammates in being able to create chances and impose themselves a little more on the 
games. Hopefully this will come with practise and experience. 
 
In the second half Ryan comes on for Joseph, with Owen replacing Daniel hoping that not only the substitutions will make a difference but also to give all the lads 
some form of playing time, and give them some experience in playing and to try and find out their best positions.  
 
Sporting kick-off the second half with the intention of building on the good attacking play of the first half, but before long it is evident that the home side had also 
been given a stern team talk as they bolted out the traps and were soon on the break.  
 
The home side came straight at Sporting, and was forcing the play deep into opposition territory. After an initial very good save from Jordan the balls rolls across 
the line as the defenders look on and Bosworth follow the ball in to score their second and put them 2-0 up.  
 
A disappointing goal to concede, as we were slower to the loose ball than Bosworth were. This is something the lads will need to learn about if we are to keep 
the opposition out. 
 
At this point in the game Sporting appeared to lose their collective shape. Too many players were not focusing on their key roles and this is how the third 
Bosworth goal came about. Mitch can count himself very unlucky as a great tackle goes unrewarded, as the balls breaks straight to one of the Bosworth strikers 
to despatch for goal number three. 
 
Maybe this third goal woke up Sporting, as it was at this time that they had their best spell of the game. Attacks were made with pace and precision and it was 
only desperate Bosworth defending to stop Daniel from scoring his second goal in two-weeks. The game was swinging one way and then another and was 
probably the best attacking performance to date. 
 
Mitch goes off as that tackle caused an injury, Daniel replaces him and Ryan moves back into defence. After a throwing near the half way line a left footed pass 
(!!) by Ryan down the line leads to Dan breaking and only a fine tackle by the home sides defence stops him in full flow. 
 
At the other end Jordan is having a good game despite the score line, as there was little he could do with any of the goals. He is commanding his area and giving 
his defenders instructions as who to mark and where to go. 
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Bosworth are pretty dominant in this half and eventually their efforts are rewarded with goal number four, as a cross shot from the left creeps into the net, as the 
defence watches on. 
 
Sporting finally get involved, and a three-man break is thwarted by the single Bosworth defender. That was a great chance to punish the home side, who had 
pushed up a little too much and was left overexposed on the break

Out of sorts Sporting sunk by rampant Jets  
 
Today’s game gave Sporting a good chance of not only scoring a few goals but to get that prized first victory of the season. The pitch was not only very small but 
after the wet weather we have experienced lately a little on the tacky side, but nether the less this was a chance that Sporting needed to grasp to give them some 
much needed confidence. 
 
Martin took the pre-match training today and will continue to do so in that capacity for the remainder of the season as he has elected to take up that position. 
Hopefully we will see a change in both fortune as well as goals in the net with the new introduction. 
 
Ryan was given the Captaincy for this game and I must say he was excited by the opportunity, so hopefully the extra responsibility would help him motivate the 
other lads  
 
Whitestone Sports were lying third from the bottom of the league, having previously lost ten of their fourteen games, so here was a chance for Sporting! 
 
 
The Game began with Sporting kicking off and immediately Owen charged through the centre of the Jets defence, unfortunately three Jet defenders were there 
to clear the ball and set up an attack for themselves.  
 
Even early on this was a game shaping up to a game of chances and with the pitch being so small the opportunity for goals was better than at any point during 
the season. 
 
A throw in by Mitch leads to confusion in the Jets goalmouth and eventually this was hacked away for a Sporting corner. Mitch’s corner is caught by the wind, 
and tamely drifts out of play but there was promise in the attack and hopefully this is the shape of things to come. 
 
Eventually the first goal comes, unfortunately its not the way we all wanted as a fine shot across the goal from an angle arrows its way into the top right corner of 
Jordan’s goal. One-nil to Whitestone and the early promise is now being replaced by a few panicky clearances and extra shouts of encouragement from the 
touchline. 
 
A foul by Adam in the right back position leads to a free kick for the Jets. Their forward strikes a fierce drive, which is excellently parried away from goal by 
Jordan and the balls goal behind for a corner. 
 
From the resulting corner a bit of a melee ensues until Ryan gets stuck in and shows some measure of his Captaincy as he wins not one but two tackles and 
helps relieve the pressure on the defence as eventually Owen clears the danger. 
 
The game is beginning to swing one way and then another, but the extra composure on the ball by the Jets is beginning to tell. Sporting look a little ragged as 
they end up marking space as opposed to players and ‘crowd’ in one area instead of spreading out and picking up their players.  
 
Too many of the lads are stuck in their own penalty box and they begin to get in each other’s way, we have no players in the opposition half which makes scoring 
a goal impossible. Jack is trying his best upfront but he is a lone figure without any support or passes to thrive on.  
 
Another attack by the Jets leads to Jordan palming the ball along the ground straight into the path of the oncoming Jet forward. Luckily from a yard out he 
manages ‘somehow’ to hit the post and between Mitch and Jordan the ball eventually gets cleared, but the dangers signs are there. 
 
Finally the inevitable happens, a long shot from outside the box manages to squirm under Jordan’s grasp and gently trickles over the line. A pity, just before half-
time but sloppy play with Sporting overcrowding their own area and the inability to clear the ball lead to the danger, and eventually they were punished. Toward 
the end of the half, Lou is introduced in place of Dan with the instruction to run at the defence and cause them problems. 
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So 2-0 to Whitestone at half time and it was time for Craig to work his magic and try and get some organisation into the lads. There definitely needed some 
reorganising if anything was to be got out of the second half.  
 
Stern words were issued out and Craig reiterated the need to pass, make space and mark the opposition players up. Too often during that first half opposition 
players were allowed to wander into Sporting area at will and this needed to be halted straight away if further goals were to be avoided. 
 
Mitch and Adam come off at half time for Joseph and Ben, with the hope the defence might get more solidity. 
 
After a few minutes of the second half and the side still looking lost, Ryan comes off for Joseph, who goes into defensive midfield.  
The performance begins to improve slightly as possession is kept a little better, but still the lack of any real training sessions by the lads is certainly hindering 
them.  
 
Dan comes on to take Jack’s place upfront and try and get some much needed possession nearer the Jets goal and keep it away from Sporting’s. 
 
The Jets dominance finally leads to a third goal. A corner is not cleared and a shot is hammered in, Jordan is once again unlucky as the ball creeps over the line 
into the net (where are these puddles of water on the lines when you need them?) 
 
Three-nil to Whitestone, and unfortunately this is turning into a performance that Craig, his staff and the lads will want to forget. The lack of any regular training 
has really hindered the lad’s progression over the part few months. The sooner the weather improves and we can get back on the training pitch the better. 
 
Moments after the third goal goes in, number four quickly follows. Again Jordan will be kicking himself as the ball slips through his grasp and slowly trickles over 
the line. Four-nil to Whitestone and the sooner this is over the better for all concerned.
